1988...and this year it was observed at the Drummond School & Community Library for
Drummond and Hall students for the first annual PI Day celebration. Organized by Sue
Peterson, President of Friends of the Library and followed by a homemade pie sale, the day
was a fun beginning for Pl Day observation in Drummond.

Grades K-4 learned about the circumference of a circle by hula-hooping, Paco Ostler surprised
his kindergarten classmates with his ability, but third grade had two experts. Brooke Hicks
stopped at 5 minutes...even though she was still going strong and Grace Anderson moved the
hula hoop for three minutes. Everyone tried their best and got a mini-cupcake (round) and
winners choose a filled tart.
